Course Overview:

This course offering is a survey course designed to provide students at Trinity Lutheran High School with the opportunity to find and express their creativity through digital media, computers and technology applications. Students will learn to design, create and produce professional quality graphics, audio and video content. Students will learn to use a wide variety of professional audio, video and lighting equipment, as well as production and editing software (Adobe Photoshop, Premiere, Audition, etc.). Students will learn how to create and implement a production plan as a team.  Students will apply the skills and techniques learned in class by providing A/V and publicity support for various TLHS activities throughout the year, including musicals, concerts, chapels, etc.  

       Prerequisites:  Should be familiar with the basic operation of a personal computer and its components.

Course Objectives:  By the end of the course, the student should have a basic understanding of: 

1. Graphic design, creation and publishing.
2. Audio Production, mixing, and publishing.
3. Video production, editing, and publishing.
4. Basic terminology and concepts associated with producing and publishing audio & video.

5. The major system elements and technical function for camera, audio and lighting, and be able to identify and explain them.
6. The relationship among major system elements.
7. Basic audio/video hardware hookup including running cables and setting up appropriate sound systems.

8. How to distinguish the various types of microphones and demonstrate proper use.
9. How to work with lighting systems, and use lighting to add emphasis and quality to live performances & videos. 

10. How to apply the aesthetic principles of video production (lighting and shot composition) in a studio & live production.
11. Proficiency on various audio and video equipment, including a sound board.
12. How to operate Adobe Photoshop, Premiere and Audition, as well as troubleshoot when using the programs.

13. How as a team, one can generate ideas and translate ideas into a production plan; as well as implement that production plan.
14. How to appraise and compare the success and quality of recorded productions.

Course Outline (This schedule is approximate, as the class may move slower or faster from year to year.)
Unit 1 Audio Production

Topics include: Basic sound design concepts, Understanding audio equipment, signal flow and more…

Unit 2 Marketing & Graphic Design

Topics include: Intro to Adobe Photoshop, Marketing Concepts, Basic Design/Art Concepts and more..

Unit 3 Video Production & Editing
Topics include:  Intro to Adobe Premiere, understanding video equipment and more…

Evaluation of Student Work:
Homework Assignments/Projects


There will be occasional homework.  Daily homework will consist of reading, vocabulary, online research, videos and written assignments.  There will also be several individual and group projects, interviews and presentations throughout the year that will be assigned.  Details will be discussed in class.

Main Productions

Students will be required to attend certain Trinity Lutheran School productions and help provide A/V support.  Because of how involved our students are in other activities, all students in the class will be required to attend all of these productions (you can find the list above).  Each production will have a team lead and the others will be assigned duties as needed.  The overall grade for each production will be based on preparation and planning, as well as executing the plan at the event itself.  If a student has an excused absence from a production they will have the option to make up the grade with an extra credit assignment.  This excused absence needs to be approved by the parents and teacher ahead of time and should be something that is unavoidable.  A/V support is crucial to the success of a production, so please do not just “not show up”. An unexcused absence will result in a low grade and it will not be able to be made up. Details and requirements for each production will be discussed in class.

Tests/Quizzes

Usually a test will be given at the end of each unit to test comprehension of the material.  In addition, there can also be pop-quizzes in class at the discretion of the teacher.  There will also be a cumulative final exam and project given at the end of each semester which is worth 15% of your overall grade.

Peer Grading
In addition to the grade I give you for productions and projects, I will sometimes have you and your team fill out an evaluation of how they think team members.  This is so I can make sure everyone is contributing to each project and it is not just one person doing all the work.  This will be a portion of each project/production grade.

My Expectations of You:

1. Be in the Digital Arts Lab and ready to go at the start of class.  Attend all classes prepared to participate in discussions and activities.  This includes having a pencil/pen, 3-ring binder with paper for taking notes, your computer, flashdrive, and any assignments that are due that day.  There are a lot of worksheets, articles and other handouts I will pass out so make sure you stay organized!

2. Treat everyone equally and with the respect they deserve. For most classroom assignments and productions, you will be working in teams, so you need to learn how to work with others who have different opinions than you!
3. Complete all assigned exercises and readings.

4. Homework Assignments: All homework assignments must be turned in the day they are due.  Late work will NOT be accepted.  Assignments must be written in black or blue ink, or typed if requested by the teacher.

5. Absent work policy: If you are absent due to an illness, it is your responsibility to turn in homework that was due the day of your absence on your first day back in class, as well as pick up any work that you missed.  If a test was given on the first day of your absence, you will take it on your first day back in class.
If you are absent due to a planned event (sports, a vacation, etc…), you must turn in homework due that day prior to leaving and any tests or quizzes scheduled for that day must be taken prior to your absence.
6. Cheating and Plagiarism:  Cheating and plagiarism will result in failure of the assignment if you continue in the class.  Additionally, an integrity contract will be required.  It is expected that any work you turn in by you is yours.
